After you arrive

1. Apply for a bank account

You will need a bank account so that Somerville can deposit your grant/funds
and for you to be able to make payments for your rent etc. Previous scholars
have found the best ones to apply for are currently is either HSBC
International or Lloyds Bank.

Recycling

The UK takes recycling seriously and it is important to check your area and
what the different recycling bins are for. Glass, paper, plastic that is
